The Dog Control Order (Prescribed Offences and Penalties, etc.) Regulations 2006 (SI.2006/1059)

Sheviock Parish Council (Dogs Exclusion from Harbour Beach, Harbour & Slipway, Portwrinkle) Order 2011

The Sheviock Parish Council hereby makes the following Order:

1. This order comes into force on 17th May 2011

2. This order applies to the land specified in Schedule 1

3. Any person with an assistance dog is exempt
Offence

4. –(1) A person in charge of a dog shall be guilty of an offence if, during the times and periods specified in Schedule 2, on any land to which this Order applies he takes the dog onto, or permits the dog to enter or to remain on, any land to which this Order applies unless-
(a) He has a reasonable excuse for failing to do so; or

(b) The owner, occupier or other person or authority having control of the land has consented (generally or specifically) to his failing to do so.

(2) For the purpose of this article a person who habitually has a dog in his possession shall be taken to be in charge of the dog at any time unless at that time some other person is in charge of the dog.

Penalty

5. A person who is guilty of an offence under article 3 shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding level 3 on the standard scale.

SCHEDULE 1:The land to which the Order applies shall be to the beach areas outlined in red on the attached map reference SX 353 538 between the Harbour and Britain Point and includes the Harbour and the slipway to the Harbour.  The area marked in green will be classed as dog friendly to which access for dogs shall not be restricted at any time.
SCHEDULE 2:The times and periods to which this order applies are:Easter Sunday – 1st October every year at all hours.
